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REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE SUBDIVISION OF LAND

SECTION I. AUTHORITY AND PURPOSE

I.A. Authority

MAY 2 6 1988
These Regulations shall be effective on and after .
and so remain until modified or amended by the Planning Board. They
are enacted by the Buckland Planning Board under authority granted by
Section 81-Q of Chapter 41 of the General Laws. For matters not
covered by these Regulations, reference is made to the Subdivision
Control Law, Sections 81-K to 81-GG of Chapter 41 of the General Laws,
as most recently amended. Subdivision control is an exercise of the
police power under which the various levels of government are
responsible for protection of the public health, safety, and welfare.

I.B. Purpose

These Regulations for subdivision control have been enacted for the
purpose of protecting the safety, convenience, and welfare of the
inhabitants of the Town by regulating the laying out and construction
of ways in subdivisions providing access to the several lots therein,
but which have not become public ways, and ensuring sanitary
conditions in subdivisions and, in proper cases, parks and open areas;
and, to promote the health, safety and welfare of the inhabitants of
Buckland, to reduce hazards, to pevent the overcrowding of land, to
conserve the value of land and buildings, to encourage energy
efficiency, and to preserve the rural nature of the town. The powers
of the Planning Board and the board of appeal under the Subdivision
Control Law and under these Regulations shall be exercised with due
regard for the provision of adeguate access to all of the lots in a
subdivision by ways that will be safe and convenient for travel; for
lessening congestion in such ways and in the adjacent public ways; for
reducing danger to life and limb in the operation of motor vehicles;
for securing safety in the case of fire, flood, panic, and other
emergencies; for insuring compliance with the applicable zoning
ordinances or by-laws; for securing adequate provision for water,
sewerage, drainage, underground utility service, fire, police and
other similar municipal equipment, and street lighting and other
requirements where necessary in a subdivision; and for co-ordinating
the ways in a subdivision with each other, with the public ways in the
Town and with the ways in neighboring subdivisions.

Section II. General

I1.A. Defipiti

In construing these Regulations, the definitions in Section 81-L of
Chapter 41 of the General Laws shall apply (unless a contrary
intention clearly appears). In addition, the following words shall
have the following meanings:

1. Applicant, Developer, Subdivider

The person who applies for the approval of a Plan of a proposed
subdivision. The applicant or applicants must be the owner or
owners of all the land included in the proposed subdivision. An
agent, representative or his/her assigns may act for an owner,
provided a properly executed power of attorney (or other written
evidence acceptable to the Board) is submitted. In the case of a
general or limited partnership, all general partners must join in
the application and must submit documentation of the legal
existence of the partnership and its authority to do business in
Massachusetts. In the case of a trust, all trustees must join in
the application and submit documentation of the legal existence
of the trust and its authority to do business in Massachusetts.
In the case of a corporation, the application shall be made by
the President, shall have the corporate seal affixed, and shall
be accompanied by a list of all officers and directors, plus
documentation of the legal existence of the corporation and its
authority to do business in Massachusetts. An attorney acting on
behalf of any applicant shall be licensed to practice law in
Massachusetts and shall submit a written statement of
representation.

2. Board or Planning Board
The Planning Board of the Town of-Buckland, Massachusetts,
3. Building

A dwelling, shed, garage or other structure, not to be
interpreted as a sewer, water or other utility line.

4. Consultants or Consulting Services
Includes, but is not limited to, architects, biologists and other

environmental experts, chemists, engineers, geologists, landscape
architects, planners, lawyers, sanitarians, and surveyors.

Apprceval with a Covenant (Use Forms I and J appended hereto.)

Instead of filing a2 bond or depositing money or negotiable
securities, the subdivider may request approval of his/her
Definitive Plan on condition that a covenant running with the
land will be duly executed and recorded and inscribed on the
Flan. or on a separate document referred to on the Flan. Such
covenant shall provide in part that no lot may be built upon or
sold until a2ll of +he improvements required by the Board have
been completed and approved as provided hereafter.

In this case, befcre endorsement of approval of a Definitive
Flan, there shall be filed by the subdivider a properly executed
Approval with Covenant Contract (use Form I appended hereto) in
accordance with Section IV.B.

Frior to delivering to the subdivider a Certificate of
Performance (use Form J) whersby the restrictions relating to the
lot or lots listed therein shall be terminated, the Board shall
determine to its satisfaction that such improvements have been
completed so as to adequately serve such lot or lots. To help the
board m ake this determination, the subdivider shall submit *to

the Board the following:

a. Written evidence from a registered engineer appointed by the
Board that the stresets conform to the Planning Board
reguirements in accordance with the approved Definitive
Flan.

b. Written evidence £rom the Chief of the Fire Department and
from a registered engineer appeointed by the Board that the
fire hydrants, well or other water source, pipes, pump. and
pump-house conform to the Planning Board reguirements in
accordance with the approved Definitive Plan.

A certificate from a registered surveyor, appointed by the
Board, that all permznent bounds and monuments as specified
in Section IV.C.18. on 2ll strest lines and on the lot or
iots to be released are in place and are accurately located
in accordance with the approved Definitive FPlan. As
provided in these regulations, the developer shall reimburse
the Town for the cost of the registeresd surveyor s services.

a. Written evidence from one or more consultants appointed by
the Board that all other improvements serving the lot or
lots to be released conform to Planning Board requirements
in accordance with the approved Definitve Plan.

e. & performance bond secured by surety or by money or
negsotiable securities in an amount determined by the Board
to be sufficient to cover the cost of surfacing and any
remaining or uncompleted work (if not already completed as
allowed in Sections IV.D.3.a through IV.D.3.d) and approved
2s to form and securities by the Selectmen and Town Counsel,
conditioned on the completion of the remaining improvements
within one year of the date of the bond or the date of
deposit of money or negotiable securities. Release of the
bond, money or negotiable securities shall be subject to the
written approval of a registered engineer that the work has
been completed in accordancs with requirements.

A completed Certificate of Performance (use Form J) for
signature by a majority of the Roard, if approved.

g. Uoon completion of such required improvements the subdivider
shall so notify the Board and the Town Clerk, by personal
delivery in hand or by registered mail. with return receipt
requested, requesting release from such covenant. The Board
shall act on such reqguest within forty-five days.

4, Approval with a Meortgage Agreement

ollowing the recording of a first mortgage covering the premises
hown on the Definitive Plan or a portion thereof given as
ecurity for advances to be made to the applicant by the lender,
the Board may, at its option, release lots from the operation of
~he covenant given pursuant to Section IV.D.3. without receipt of
a bond or deposit of money or negotiable securities, upon
delivery to the Board of an agreement with said Board, which
cshall be executed by the subdivider and the lender and shall
provide for retention by the lender of sufficient funds otherwise
due the subdivider to secure the construction of all improvements
required by the Board in accordance with the approved Definitive
Flan. &aid agreement shall also provide for a schedule of
disbursement which may be made to the applicant upon completion
of various steps of the work (based upon written evidence in
accordance with Sections IV.D.3.a. through IV.D.3.d. above), and
shall further provide that in the event the work is not completed
within the time set forth by the subdivider, any funds remaining
undisbursed shall be available to the Town of Buckland for
completion of the unfinished work and correction of deficiencies.

5. Definitive Plan

A map of a proposed subdivision, three acetate overlays, a
Development Impact Statement, together with all other forms,
documents, drawings, information, filing fees, and reimbursement
payments reguired by these Regulations, submitted to the Planning
Board for its approval.

6. Development Impact Statement (DIS)

A documented, written analysis of a proposed subdivision which
contains all information provided by Section VIII of these
Regulations, and which provides the Planning Board and its agents
or consultants with information necessary for plan review. The
DIS is prepared by the applicant.

7. Metric Equivalent Measure

The equivalent distance in feet of even meter distances are used
on permanent rights-of-way and easements in anticipation of
national conversion to the metric system.

8. Ouner

The owner of record as shown by the records in the Franklin
County Registry of Deeds or Land Court.

9, Streets

a. Major Street - a street which, in the opinion of the Board,
is likely to carry substantial volumes of through traffic.

b. Secondary Street - a street other than a major street which,
in the opinion of the Board, is likely to carry traffic
other than just to or from lots on that street.

c. Minor Street - a street which, in the opinion of the Beard,
is likely to be used only by vehicles travelling to or from
lots on that street.

d. Dead End Street/Cul-de-Sac - a public or private vehicular
right-of-way which affords the principal means of access to
abutting property and which joins another thorocughfare at
only one end. Any such thoroughfare, which joins or
intersects a dead end street/cul-de-sac, shall have adequate

access at both ends from a Town, County, or State public way
adjacent to the subdivision. (See Section V.G.1.E. of these
Regulations concerning dead end streets, and Section V.H.
concerning adequate access from a public way.)

State Construction Standards, Mass. DPW Construction Standards

These specifications are published by the Massachusetts
Department of Public Works. They are entitled Standard
Specifications for Highwavs and Brideges , and include all
supplements, updates, revisions or future editions covering
substantially the same subject matter. All matters left open or
undeternined by these specifications shall be specified by the
Board on a case by case basis.

II.B. Plan Beli i Not to Requsi \ 1

1.

Any person who wishes to cause to be recorded in the Registry of
Deeds or to be filed with the Land Court, a plan of land, and who
believes that his/her plan does not require approval under the
Subdivision Control Law, may submit to the Planning Board the
following:

a. a reproducible original and five (5) copies of his/her plan;

b. filing fee in the amount of $35 per lot, e.g. thirty-five
dollars times the number of lots shown on the plan; the
filing fee shall be in the form of a certified check or
money order, made payable to "Town of Buckland,
Massachusetts;"” or written evidence that said filing fee has
been paid to an appropriate Town official. (Lots marked
“"This is not a building lot” will not be included in
calculating the fee);

c. application Form A, appended hereto, signed by the applicant
and providing all information requested;

d. all supporting evidence necessary to show that the plan does
not reguire approval.

In addition, the applicant shall provide written notice to the Town
Clerk by personal delivery in hand or by registered mail,with return
receipt requested. Said notice shall state the date of submission to
the Planning Board of the items specified in Sections II.B.1.a through
I1.B.1.d above, and shall be accompanied by one copy each of the plan
and application Form A. If the notice is given by delivery, the Clerk
shall, if requested, give a written receipt therefor to the person who
delivered such notice.

2. If the Board determines that the plan does not require approval,
it shall within twenty-one (21) days and without a public hearing
endorse on the plan the words “Planning Board Approval under the
Subdivision Control Law Not Required.” 8Said endorsement shall be
signed by a majority of the Planning Board. If the Board
determines that the plan does require approval under the
Subdivision Control Law, it shall within twenty-one (21) days of
submission of said plan so inform the applicant and return the
reproducible original of the plan. The Board shall give written
notice of its determination to the Town Clerk. Before the Board
makes its determination, it shall review or have a consultant
review the correctness of all street information and compliance
with the Buckland Zoning By-Laws. If, in the judgment of the
Board, consulting services are necessary or appropriate, the
applicant shall reimburse the Town for the full cost of such
services prior to the endorsement of the plan. Where the
physical condition or width of a public way, from which the lots
shown on the plan have their access, is considered by the Board
to be inadequate either to provide for emergency services or to
carry the traffic which is expected, in the opinion of the Board,
to be generated by such lots, the Board shall determine that the
plan does require approval under the Subdivisicon Control Law.
Where the Board determines that in its opinion adeguate access
(as contemplated by section 81M of the Subdivision Control Law
and Section I.B. of these regulations) does not exist, then the
Board shall determine that the plan does require approval under
the Subdivision Control Law.

3. If the Board fails to act upon a plan submitted under this
section or fails to notify the Town Clerk and the applicant of
its action within twenty-one (21) days after its submlission, it
shall be deemed to have determined that approval under the
subdivision contrel law is not required.

II.C. Basic Requirements

No person shall make a subdivision within the meaning of the
Subdivision Control Law of any land within the Town or proceed with
the improvement or sale of lots in a subdivision, or the construction
of ways, or the installation of utilities and municipal services
therein, unless and until a Definitive Plan ¢f such subdivision has
been submitted to and approved by the Board as hereinafter provided,
and subsequently recorded at the Franklin County Registry of Deeds
and, in the case of registered land, with the recorder of the Land
Court.

I1.D. Zoning

Subdivisions shall meet the reguirements pertaining to lot size,
frontage, and all other requirements under existing zoning laws. No
subdivision rules can dictate the size, shape, width, frontage or use
of lots except that they shall be in compliance with all applicable
zoning requirements.

II.E. One Dwelling Per Lot

Not more than one building designed or available for use for dwelling
purposes shall be erected or placed or converted to use as such on any
lot in a subdivision without the consent of the Planning Board. Such
consent shall be conditional upon the providing of adequate ways
furnishing access to each site for such building, in the same manner
as otherwise required for lots within a subdivision and consistent
with the Zoning By-laws of the Town.

JI.E. Engineering

The Definitive Plan shall be prepared by a Registered Land Surveyor.
Construction details shall be designed by a Registered Professional
Engineer.

SECTION III. PRELIMINARY PLAN

III.A. General

Prior to the submission of a Preliminary Plan, a developer is
encouraged to discuss his/her intentions with the Board. A
Preliminary Plan is optional for residential subdivisions but is
required for non-residential subdivisionss. The submission of a
Preliminary Plan enables the subdivider, the Board, other

municipal agencies, and owners of property abutting the subdivision to
discuss and clarify the problems of such a subdivision before a
Definitive Plan is prepared. The Planning Board will normally have
Forty-five (45) days in which to study and make recommendations

toward the preparation of the Definitive Plan. It is strongly
recommended that a Preliminary Plan be filed in every case, whether
residential or not. Where the developer intends to submit a series of
Definitive Plans for approval over a period of time, or where the
developer intends to develop only part of the total contiguous parcel,
the

Preliminary Plan shall show the future intended use or alternate uses
for that part of the parcel not to be developed at the present time.
In both cases, the Preliminay Plan will show proposed divisions, uses,
and other improvements of the entire contiguous parcel.

Prior to submission of the Preliminary Plan to the Planning Board and
the Board of Health for approval, the subdivider should discuss “he
Plan with the Board of Selectmz=n, Conservation Commission, School
Committee, Fire Department, Police Department, and Highway Department
to obtain their recommendations. These recommendations may be
incorporated in the Preliminary Plan with any changes and additions
suggested by the Board.

7. the names, approximate location, and widths of adjacent streets;

9. other major site features, such as swamps, bodies of water,
wetlands, flood plains, stone walls, fences, buildings, trees of
over sixteen (16} inch diamster, historic sites or other nistoric

10. an index plan at a scale of one inch equals two hundred feet (1"
200°) whenever multiple sheets are used,

11. a key plan at a scale of one inch eguals one thousand feet (1" =
1000°) on all preliminary plans.

12. the applicant is urged to prepare acetate overlays in order to
sxpedite Planning Board review.

The Preliminary Flan, when submitted, will be studied to determine if
it is in compliance with these Regulations. Within forty-five (45)
days after submission, or such additional time as may be agreed in
writing, the Board shall approve, disapprove, or approve with notes
and modification the Preliminary Plan, noting thereon any changes
that should be made. In the case of disapproval, the Board shall
state in detail its reasons therefor. The Board shall notify the
applicant of its action by registered mail, with return receipt
reguested, and shall alsc neotify the Town Clerk in writing. One copy
of the Plazn shall be returned to the subdivider and the others
retained by the Board. Approval of the Preliminary Plan does not
constitute approval of the subdivsion but does facilitate the
procedure in securing approval of the Definitive Flan.

Sheet sizes may not exceed thirty-six by forty-two inches (36" x 427)
for construction plans and shall be no larger than twenty-four by
thirty-six inches (24" x 36") for those sheets of the Definitive Plan
that are to be recorded in the Franklin County Registry of Deeds. If
multiple sheets are used, they shall be accompanied by an index sheet
showing the entire subdivision. Suitable =pace shall be provided on
the plan to record the action of the Board and the signatures of the
members of the Board. The data required below may be on separate
sheets as clarity and sound practice dictate. The Definitive Plan
shall contain the following information:

1. Subdivision name including the way or ways on which it is
situated, boundaries, north point, date, scale, bench wmark, and
datum. All elevations shall refer to U.5. Coast and Geodetic
Survey benchmarks if within five hundred {530) feet of the
subdivision. or, in their absence, to other appropriate datum
acceptable to the Beard.

Legend denoting any signs and symbols used on the plan and not
otherwise explained.

3. Name, address, and telephone number of record owner, subdivider,
and surveyor. The seal and certificate number of the surveyor
shall appear on the Definitive Plan.

4. Names and mailing addresses of all abutters as they appear in the
most recent tax list or a subsegquent deed.

o Key plan, showing location of the subdivision at a scale of one
inch equals one thousand feet (1" = 10007) and an accurate index
plan at a scale of one inch equals cone hundred feet (1" = 1007).

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PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO BUCKLAND'’S SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS

SECTION IX: ALTERNATE PLAN PROCEDURES FOR BACK LOTS WITH FARMLAND SET-ASIDE
PURSUANT TO SECTION IV, SUBSECTION 4-4 OF THE BUCKLAND ZONING BY-LAWS

IX.A. Purpose

The purpose of this Section IX is to provide qualified applicants with an
alternate plan procedure where the Planning Board determines it is in the best
interest of the Town to allow for residential development and protect farmland
pursuant to Section IV, Subsection 4-4 of the Zoning By-laws - Back Lot with
Farmland Set- Aside.

IX.B. Applicability

Applicants may request that their proposal be handled under this Section IX,
Alternate Plan Procedure if they meet all the requirements of Section 4-4 of
the Zoning By-Laws - Back Lots with Farmland Set-Aside and the criteria
outlined herein.

IX.C. Design Criteria

The following design criteria must be met:

1.) All lots shall be of such size and dimensions as to meet the minimum
requirements of the Zoning By-law.

2.) Only one building designed or available for residential dwelling purposes
shall be erected or placed on each lot.

3.) All natural site features including water courses, one hundred year flood
plains, wetlands, ponds and other water bodies, marshes, scenic points and
historic sites shall be preserved.

4.) A vegetated buffer of 40 feet between the residential lot lines and the
farmland is encouraged to minimize conflicts between residential and farming
activities.

5.) Access to Back Lots will be by way of Common Driveway as specified in
Section 4-4 e of the By-Laws with zero frontage on a public way pursuant to
Section 81-R Waiver of Compliance, M.G.L. Chapter 41 (Municipal Planning and
Subdivision Legislation).

6.) Developers are encouraged to construct buildings in a manner which will
have the least visual impact as viewed from the public way.

7.) Dwelling units shall be integrated into the existing landscape through
placement of buildings within woodland along field edges or locations visually
screened by natural vegetation or topographic features.

8.) A common driveway serving one or more back lots shall meet the following
minimum design standards:

a.) Loam or other yielding natural material shall be removed to non-
yielding substrata. If the substrata layer is deeper than 18 inches
below the surface grade existing material or backfill of stable material
shall be used to bring the subgrade to 18 inches below the surface grade
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and shall be thoroughly compacted. Eighteen inches (18") of gravel
shall be added to the subgrade to bring it to surface grade.
Alternatively, the driveway can be constructed using geotextile road
stabilization materials with the special approval of the Buckland
Highway Superintendent and Planning Board.

b.) Two to four inches (2-4") of process gravel shall be placed on top
of the gravel.

c.) Subgrade and finished travel surface shall be not less than fourteen
(14) feet wide nor greater than sixteen (16) feet wide.

d.) A maximum gradient of twelve percent (12%) shall be permitted. For
short sections at steeper gradients, exceptions may be granted by the
Planning Board. :

e.) The driveway shall intersect as nearly as possible at right angles
to the public way. 1In no case shall the intersect angle be less than
sixty degrees (60°). The driveway shall not have a grade in excess of
five percent (5%) within thirty feet (30’) of the property line at the
public way. The maximum length of the common driveway serving up to
four lots shall be sixteen hundred feet (1600').

f.) If the driveway is a dead-end, a "hammerhead" or other turnaround
sufficient for a 30-foot vehicle shall be provided.

g.) A "pullout" every eight hundred feet (800 feet) for a 30-foot
vehicle shall be provided.

h.) Storm drains, swales, culverts and drainage retention areas as are
necessary to permit the unimpeded flow of all natural water courses, to
ensure drainage of the driveway, to prevent washout and erosion and to
intercept all storm water drainage created by the construction of the
common driveway shall be provided.

i.) A minimum outside turning radius of 42 feet and inside turning
radius of 28.4 feet shall be provided to accommodate 30-foot emergency
vehicles as shown in the figure below.

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IX.D. Filing Procedure - Back Lot Site Plan

1. A reproducible original and eight (8) copies of the Back Lot Site Plan at a
scale of one inch equals forty feet or such other scale as the Planning Board
may accept to show details clearly and adequately. Sheet sizes for
construction plans shall be no larger than thirty-six by forty-two inches (36"
x 42") and sheet sizes to be recorded in the Franklin County Register of Deeds
shall be no larger than twenty-four inches by thirty-six inches (24" x 36").
Sufficient space shall be provided on the plan to record the action of the
Planning Board, the signatures of Planning Board members and the Planning
Board’s conditions for approval. Such Back Lot Site Plan shall be prepared by
a Registered Professional Engineer, Architect or Landscape Architect. The
Back Lot Site Plan shall show the following:

a.) existing parcel boundaries, north point, date, scalebar, legend and
title - Plan for Back Lots with Farmland Set-Aside;

b.) the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of the record owner,
applicant, engineer, and surveyor;

c.) the names and mailing addresses of all abutters, as determined from
the most recent Assessor’s records;

d.) the boundaries of proposed Back Lots and the ANR lots proposed to be
permanently protected with areas and dimensions noted for all;

e.) soil conditions of ANR lots proposed to be permanently protected or
other evidence of such lots as working farmland acceptable to the
Planning Board;

f.) results of percolation tests for back lots and ANR lots proposed to
be permanently protected as required by Section IV, Subsection 4-4;

g.) existing streets, public ways and easements;

h.) proposed common driveway construction including dimensions, a
centerline profile showing rates of gradient in percentages, and data
concerning minimum turning radii as required to support emergency
vehicles;

i.) location of any wetlands and other major site features such as
swamps, bodies of water, streams, flood plains, stone walls, fences,
buildings, trees over 16 inches in diameter, and historic structures or
sites;

j.) proposed underground utilities and drainage;

k.) scale and area of vegetative screening separating back lots from
existing street or public ways;

2.) A filing fee of $150.00 plus $30.00 per back lot created in the form of a
certified check or money order made payable to the Town of Buckland.
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IX.G. Public Hearing

Before approval, modification and approval or disapproval of the Back Lot

Site Plan is given, a public hearing shall be held by the Planning Board
within sixty-five (65) days of the submission of the Back Lot Site Plan.
Notice of time and place, and of the subject matter sufficient for
identification, shall be given by the Board at the expense of the applicant by
advertisement in a newspaper of general circulation in the Town of Buckland
once in each of two successive weeks, the first publication being not less
than fourteen (14) days before the day of the hearing.

IX.H. Approval, Modification and Approval or Disapproval

After the public hearing provided for in Section IX.G. above and after the
report of the Board of Health (or lapse of forty-five days without such
report), the Planning Board shall approve, modify and approve, or disapprove.
The failure of the Planning Board to either take final action or to file with
the Town Clerk a certificate of such action regarding a Back Lot Site Plan
within one hundred and thirty-five (135) days after such submission or the
postmarked date if the plan is submitted by mail, or such further time as may
be agreed upon at the written request of the applicant, shall be deemed
approval thereof. ©Notice of any extension of time shall be immediately filed
with the Town Clerk by the Planning BRoard.

IX.I. Recording or Modification, Amendment or Rescission of Plan

The Planning Board shall act in accordance with the provisions of Sections 81-
X (Recording Requirements) and 81-W (Modification, Amendment or Rescission) of
Chapter 41 of the Massachusetts General Laws.
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
